and our common vision.

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IAHF got its first fax machine (after 

much deliberation and discussion) and it 

was not a week later that we were 

asked to fax some documents to an-

other agency, saving the day.

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‘Mpanatigghi are a sweet biscuit from 

the town of Modica, Sicily and contain a 

surprise ingredient. These biscuits were 

first made in Sicily during the Spanish 

rule in the 16th century. In fact, the Si-

cilian dialect name ‘Mpanatigghi derives 

from the Spanish word empanada. 

If you are wondering how to pronounce 

this strange Sicilian word, imagine that 

you have stuffed your mouth with empa-

nadas, and someone asks you what 

you are eating – your reply will be re-

markably close to the correct pronuncia-

tion for ‘mpanatigghi. Both the Sicilian 

and Spanish words come from the verb 

meaning “to wrap or cover with bread 

dough.” 

‘Mpanatigghi are half-moon shaped 

biscuits (or cookies) with a thin crust, 

and are stuffed with a mixture of sugar, 

chocolate, almonds, lemon peel, egg, 

cinnamon, and vanilla, plus a secret 

ingredient that is 

impossible to de-

tect – minced 

beef. If anything 

could be more 

unusual, these 

biscuits originally 

contained wild 

game. In case 

you are breathing 

a sigh of relief 

that you are vege-

tarian, there is 

also another ver-

sion that substi-

tutes the meat with eggplant. 

If these sound revolting, it is best to try 

them without knowing what you are eat-

ing, and in my experience everyone 

loves them- it’s only after 

being told what’s inside that 

people turn up their noses, 

which says something about 

food prejudices.  

Also known as “traveler’s 

biscuits” as they are practi-

cally a meal in themselves, 

‘mpanatigghi were a com-

mon staple when undertak-

ing an arduous journey. 

Nowadays I find they are an 

excellent substitute for in-

flight meals.  

Mapanatigghi – A Sicilian Surprise 

Della Cucina (in the kitchen) 

Bell peppers are 

no longer in the 

garden but in our 

freezer. We were 

recently snowed 

in and no salad in 

our fridge so I 

defrosted some 

peppers to make peperonata for dinner. 

As we ate, I asked my husband Pino 

what his mother usually served her four 

children along with the peperonata she 

made. 

“Pane“, was the answer. Bread? Just 

bread? When I asked Pino if it was 

served alongside of some chicken or 

cheese or with eggs “because a protein 

is more filling”, Pino explained patiently, 

“Anna, we are not talking dietology here 

– or about nutrition. The point is hunger. 

Our stomachs were filled as best my 

mother could with what she had.” If you 

make this peperonata, you can serve it 

as a side dish or pair it with just a good 

thick slice of bread: the meal years ago 

of many a Sicilian household. 

Here’s the peperonata recipe of Pino’s 

wonderful mother, Signora Vincenza. If 

any is leftover, do not refrigerate: simply 

enjoy the next day at room temperature. 

(Pino was about 15 when they finally 

had a refrigerator. Leftover peperonata 

remained on the kitchen shelf overnight 

– but he doesn’t remember much ever 

“left over” of anything! 

Peperonata Recipe 

Wash 5 or 6 bell peppers. 

Slice into strips about 2 inches wide. 

Cover stainless steel frying pan with 

olive oil. Heat. 

Add 2 whole garlic cloves and when 

garlic is golden, turn peppers into 

sizzling oil, browning the pepper strips. 

When peppers are blistered, pour in 

about 1 c. or more of wine vinegar. 

Add about 1 1/2 tsp rock salt. Cook til 

wine vinegar is almost all evaporated. 

In summer, add about 2 c. diced very 

ripe tomatoes (in other seasons, add 1 

large can tomatoes). 

Simmer until liquid of tomatoes 

evaporates. 

Note: all quantities are approximate as I 

learned this by watching my Sicilian 

mother-in-law make this dish. After all, 

“qb” (or quanto basta, i.e., “as much as 

necessary”) is the most common Italian 

cookbook annotation!

It is a tale of Law-

THE SWERVE--How the World Be-

came Modern  by Stephan Green-

blatt 

A must read for history buffs!  

A fascinating account of a "book 

hunter,” Poggio Bracciolini. It is a    

national book award winner, and recipi-

ent of the 2012 Pulitzer Prize. 

During the Medieval Ages monasteries 

were depositories of ancient manu-

scripts, including classical Roman and 

Greek literature. A cadre of the 

"intellectuals of the time" tried to 

search them out, to learn from them 

the wisdom of ancient Rome and 

Greece, as part of the rebirth of knowl-

edge, also  known as the Renaissance. 

This detective thriller traces Poggio's 

adventures in discovering and publiciz-

ing the writings of  the Roman writer 

Lucretius, "On the Nature of Things".  

In these manuscripts the philosophical 

writings of Epicurus were rediscovered. 

The impact of his thoughts gradually 

became a part of the new humanism of 

Western Civilization, or as Stephan 

Greeblatt notes, "how the world be-

came modern." Lest you consider this 

tale, less than revolutionary, at the 

time, and in some parts of the world 

even today, these writings were/are 

considered heretical, and promoting 

them grounds for some horrific penal-

ties.  Even so, the intellectual contribu-

tions of Epicurus and Epicureanism 

eventually found their way into West-

ern thought, and of all places, our  

Declaration of Independence!  Thomas 

rence and Margaret's mother, who 

shares with her children a manuscript 

about love, and personal reflections 

about the conflicts she had as a child of 

a strict Hungarian Orthodox Jewish fa-

ther and the decision to marry her lover, 

their Italian father. Part of the story is 

set in that great melting pot, New York 

City.  It also explores the feelings of 

growing up in tradition bound Hungary 

while trying to explore the world on her 

own terms. Not an easy task for any-

one, but even daunting for a young girl, 

and eventually an immigrant to New 

York City. In many ways it is a tale of 

family liberation, "the American Dream" 

and referring to the book noted above, 

The Swerve, Esty's personal "pursuit of 

happiness!" (Sanniti Publications, Boli-

nas, CA 94924).
